I would like to introduce myself 

to you, my name is Michelle 

Kempema and I have worked 

for Room at the Inn since March 

of 2007.  I was hired to build 

the Family Resource Center 

into a thriving community cen-

ter and to begin the Family 

Promise Mentoring Program.   

I have to say that working for 
Room at the Inn’s Family Re-

source Center has been a bless-

ing to my life in many ways.  

Working with our families and 

children is often exhausting but 

always rewarding. 

When I was asked to step in as 

Interim Director this past sum-

mer I learned about a different 

aspect of Room at the Inn, the 

nuts and bolts of operations and 

the financial struggles involved.  

Summer can be a financially 

trying time for agencies and 

churches alike, Room at the Inn 

is no exception.  We struggle to 

keep the shelter going financially 

and right now we are in the 

heart of a financial crisis.  The 

downturn in the economy has 

affected everyone and some of 

our past sources of funding 

were simply not able to fund us 

this year.  This has left us with a 

budget shortfall and we have 

been trying find creative ways to 

cut costs to keep the service to 

our guests going.  No one wants 

to speak of finances but the 
reality is that if we are silent, we 

are doing a disservice to the 

children we serve.  For the sake 

of these children we need finan-

cial help, and we need it now.  If 

there is any way that you can 

possibly help, the homeless 

children of our community need 

you.

Through our network of com-

munity collaborations the Fam-

ily Resource Center is a place 

where people can get con-

nected to services that can help 

with their needs, avoid crisis, 

and provide lifelong change.   
The Family Resource Center 

serves the community regard-

less of whether or not they are 

homeless.  
Room at the Inn opened the 

Family Resource Center in 

March of 2007.  Since that time 

over 80 families have been 

mentored, 20 people have 

partnered with WCDPHE in 

areas of Diabetes and Breast 

Cancer Awareness in the past 

and recently finished a project 

on Youth Access to Tobacco in 

Greeley/Evans.  The project 

paved the way for an ordinance 

to be written to prohibit the 

sale of tobacco products by a 

minor in our cities.  This pro-
ject will help the children we 

serve at Room at the Inn to be 

less likely to begin tobacco 

usage.
